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WOMEN AND TOBACCO
MADISON- Studies have shown a strong link between negative health effects and tobacco use amongst women.  The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention estimates that cigarette smoking kills approximately 178,000 women in the United States annually. In Wisconsin 19.5 % of women smoke cigarettes
In addition to causing cancer, cigarette smoking increases the risk for infertility, preterm delivery, stillbirth, low birth weight, and sudden infant death syndrome (SIDS).
Research shows that ninety percent of all lung cancer deaths in women who smoke are attributable to smoking. The US Department of Health and Human Services reports that by 1987, lung cancer had surpassed breast cancer as the leading cause of cancer related deaths in women. Women who smoke also have an increased risk for other types of cancer, including cancer of the oral cavity, pharynx, voice box, esophagus, pancreas, kidney, bladder, and uterine cervix. Women who smoke double their risk for developing coronary heart disease and significantly the likelihood of dying from chronic obstructive pulmonary disease.

Cigarette smoking has also been linked to various health conditions in women including lower bone density in postmenopausal women when compared to women who never smoked. Also, women who smoke have an increased risk for hip fracture than women who never smoked. 
The Wisconsin Tobacco and Prevention Control Program is committed to providing the best possible information on smoking cessation through their Wisconsin Tobacco Quit Line, the Tobacco Addiction Treatment Education and Outreach Program, tobacco control and prevention activities, community programs and current facts and data to prevent disease and death resulting from tobacco use.  
The Wisconsin Arthritis Program and the Wisconsin Well Woman Program actively support the efforts of the Wisconsin Tobacco Program as we know that smoking is an important risk factor for chronic disease.
